· Uses text with dialogue omitting the names of the characters. Students use context clues to identify the speakers.

· Cuts apart a recipe and directs the students to properly re-order the recipe(e.g.  create a peanut butter and jelly sandwich). The class then follows the instructions and observes the outcome (focus on transitional clues to identify sequence).

· Models and instructs students on how to explain their thinking on a process in math (problem solving) and has them write the process.

· Provides students wordy directions of how to play a simple game. Students are instructed to put the directions in compact and concise sentences.

· Selects a topic for discussion, then models with a T-chart, how to recognize pros and cons in an argument. The students are then instructed to write an essay using the information from the discussion (focus on collaborative discussion and organization).

· Provides students with several examples of letters to the editor from the newspaper. The students are then led in a discussion to identify the best concluding statements.  If concluding statements are not included or effective, students will construct an effective conclusion.
