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USE OF UNCERTIFIED COACHES

Northeast USD 246 often employs coaches (usually assistants) who do not have Kansas teacher certification.  In this case we encourage the employment of uncertified coaches who have acquired at least 60 college credit hours.

If an uncertified coach with at least 60 credit hours is employed, it is the district's preference that this coach apply for an emergency substitute teaching certificate each year coached.  The school district pays for the certification fee ($36).  The coach is responsible for the cost of the fingerprinting required with the certificate application.  The certificate application process should be completed before the coach commences work.  The school district cannot (by law) pay any coach who is not either certified or properly registered for KSHSAA Rule 10 status.

If an uncertified coach is approved for employment and does not have 60 credit hours, the athletic director must complete and submit all required KSHSAA Rule 10 paper work and forward copies of the paperwork to the district office.  The school district requires the Rule 10 coach complete the ASEP Sports First Aid class prior to assuming coaching duties.  Prior to becoming an unsupervised Rule 10 coach, the ASEP Coaching Principles course must be completed.  The school district pays for the ASEP courses.
It is the responsibility of the athletic director / principal to assure the coach has completed the proper certification or registrations and course work before they begin coaching.
